The Atlantic Reined Cow Horse Association is Proud to 

Announce that we are Presenting 1 Trophy Saddle to  
Each of 4 Divisions* in the Upcoming 2008 Show Season.  

Divisions will be as follows. 

1. Open Division- Open Bridle & Open Hackamore Classes.        
Includes Ltd divisions in both classes. ( horse & rider combination ) 

2. Non-Pro Division- Non-pro Bridle & Non-Pro Hackamore Classes.  
Includes Novice divisions in both classes. ( horse & rider combination ) 

3. Intermediate Division- Intermediate Rider Class only.              
                            This class is for riders with limited or no show record.  

Riders go down the fence. ( horse & rider combination ) 
4. Box Only Division- Non-Pro Ltd, Green Rider I & Green Rider II                          

These classes are for riders who do not go down the fence. ( horse & rider combination  with 
the exception of Green Rider I, which points go to the rider as per Green I rules.)

*Saddle circuit points will be tallied separately from individual classes by listing all entries 

for nominated horses/riders in each saddle circuit category by total score, total entries in 
category will be added to determine points for saddle circuit 

[ ie – 5 green rider 1 entries, 3 green rider 2 entries and 1 non-pro ltd entry equals 9 entries – a total of 9 
points will be awarded to the highest scoring rider – minus one point for each lower placing.] 

 Points awarded in the saddle circuit are maintained separately from individual class points  
and are not added to lifetime points for graduation in the Green Program.
